Rockhurst also offers retreats
during the school year for freshman to meet their classmates to get used to the everyday
college experience (Lanev). Students have the option to choose from eight Greek
organizations. They consist of four fraternities and four sororities and students that have
similar values and are bonded by brotherhood and sisterhood.
